Individuals	who	have	provided	support	and/or	outstanding	service	to	FFA	or	agriscience	education	
on	a	local,	state	or	national	level	should	be	added	to	the	Wall	of	Honor.	

HOW	IS	SOMEONE	ADDED	TO	THE	WALL	OF	HONOR?	
1. A	minimum	contribution	of	$1,000	must	be	made	to	the	Alabama	FFA	Foundation	in	honor	or

in	memory	of	the	person	being	recognized.	Contributions	can	be	made	online	by	check	or
credit	card	at	https://secure.qgiv.com/for/wallofhonor/.

(Luncheon	tickets	must	be	purchased	by	June 3.)	

The	nominator	will	be	asked	to	give	a	brief	introduction	of	the	nominee	at	the	luncheon	and	the	
nominee	will	be	given	a	chance	to	speak,	accepting	the	nomination.	Following	the	luncheon,	honorees	
will	be	recognized	during	the	opening	session	of	convention	at	the	Montgomery	Performing	Arts	
Center.
